COLLEGIATE FOOTPRINT
Summer: 80% of Rio Olympians and 40% of Rio Paralympians competed collegiately.
Winter: 1/3 of PyeongChang Olympians and 1/4 PyeongChang Paralympians competed collegiately.

COLLEGIATE ADIVISORY COUNCIL
The council was formed in 2017 and identified two main priorities:
=  Pathway project: support national team student-athletes competing in both systems by
identifying and smoothening the elite collegiate pathway.
=  Messaging project: promote the value of Olympic sports while educating the public on the elite
pathway and collaborate with schools to tell the student-athlete story.
