USA Judo must require that 
individuals it formally authorizes, 
approves, or appoints (a) to a 
position of authority over, or (b) to 
have frequent contact with athletes 
complete criminal background 
checks and education and training 
requirements in a timely manner and 
before they have contact with 
athletes to provide assurance that 
they are educated on the 
requirements of the Athlete Safety 
Standards. USA Judo must 
consistently track and verify criminal 
background checks and education 
and training requirements are met for 
all Required Individuals. USA Judo 
should review the testing results and 
require all necessary individuals to 
complete the necessary 
requirements (i.e., criminal 
background check and/or education 
and training). 

We agree with the condition 
and recommendation and will 
respond to the USOC with a 
detailed plan to ensure 
compliance with the current 
NGB Athlete Safety Policy.

USA Judo’s SafeSport policy must 
require that individuals it formally 
authorizes, approves, or appoints (a) 
to a position of authority over, or (b) 
to have frequent contact with 
athletes complete criminal 
background checks and education 
and training requirements in a timely 
manner and before they have 
contact with athletes to provide 
assurance that they are educated on 
the requirements of the Athlete 
Safety Standards. USA Judo should 
consider updating the language in 
the SafeSport Handbook regarding 
criminal background checks to reflect 
similar language as the requirement 
for SafeSport Training (i.e., 
"Individuals who have direct contact 
with athletes are required to maintain 
certification for athlete maltreatment 
prevention education and training"). 

 
We agree with the condition 
and recommendation and will 
respond to the USOC with 
documentation of adjustments 
to the SafeSport policy 
clarifying the age provision to 
ensure compliance with the 
current NGB Athlete Safety 
Policy.  

USA Judo revised 
its policy in January 
2018 to address the 
recommendation.
