j & BACKGROUND

On May 27, 2008, the Hearing Panel issued a Scheduling Order, setting a date for
the hearing in this matter for June 12, 2008. On May 28, 2008, Charles Cook, legal counsel
for US Sailing Association (“US Sailing”), requested a postponement of the hearing on
behalf of his client, as he is scheduled to be out of the country on business. Mr. Cook
suggested a hearing date for June 26, 2008. Farrah Hall (“Hall”), through her legal counsel
Jaime Byrnes, responded on May 29, 2008 stating that Hall was amenable to reasonable
accommodation for Mr. Cook, but also suggesting that even though Mr. Cook was going to
be out of the country, he might be able to participate by conference call on June 12. Ms.
Byrmes did not object to the June 26 date, if the Hearing Panel determined to postpone the
hearing from the June 12 date.

II. ORDER

The Hearing Panel, after considering the communications of counsel, has

determined to postpone the hearing as requested by US Sailing. Accordingly, the

following applies:



1. The hearing will be held on June 26, 2008 at 10:00 AM Mountain
Daylight Time.

3 The succinct statement of issues to be considered by the Hearing Panel
shall be submitted on June 17, 2008.

3: The pre-hearing brief, documentary evidence and affidavit testimony shall
be submitted on June 23, 2008.

4. If either Party desires that the hearing be stenographically recorded, the
Party making such request shall notify the Hearing Panel by June 19,
2008.

5. Each Party shall provide the Hearing Panel with an estimate of the number
of individuals who will be on the conference call as observers by June 23,
2008,

6. All dates for service on the opposing Party and for making witnesses
available for cross-examination are adjusted accordingly.

1. All other matters contained in the May 27, 2008 Scheduling Order shall

remain in effect and are not altered by this Revised Scheduling Order.
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
