JUDGMENT

This cause came on -to be heard upon tha verifisd com-
plaint of the United States Wrestling Federation, the answer of
the United States Olympic Committze, the answer and countsrclaim
of the Wrestling Division of the AAU, Inc., and the reply and
counterclaim of the United States Wrestling Federation. On con-
sent, all claims of the parties were consolidatad into a single
hearing on the merits. The parties were afforded full opportunity
to be heard, to examine and cross-examine witnesses, to present
evidence bearing on the issues, and to argue on the evidence and
applicable law, The Court has fully considered the pleadings,
the evidence, arguments, and memoranda of counsel. Upon the en-

tire record, this Court makes the following:

FINDINGS OF FACT

1. This Court finds those facts, not expressly set
forth heresin, which are contained in the Stipulation of Facts
enterad into by the parties filad with the Court on March 12,

1979.



2. The International style of amateur wrestling on the
I program of the Olympic Games -- Freestyle wrestling and Greco-
Roman wrestling (hereinafter referred to ;s "the International
style amateur wrestling") -- takes place at world, continental
and regional championships, tournaments and meets involving na-

tional, club, collegiate and schoolboy teams.

3. Plaintiff, United States Wrestling Federation
("USWF"),“is a not-for-profit corporation organized and existing
“under the laws of the State of Oklahoma with its principal place
of business located at Stillwater, Oklahoma. The USWF operates a
national program for the promotion and devalopment of internation-

al style amateur wrestling.

4. Defendant-Intervenor, Wrestling Division of the
AAU, Inc. (“WD/AAU"), is a not-for-profit corporation organized
and existing under the laws of the State of Ohio with its prin-
cipal place of business located in Lincoln, Nebraska. The
WD/AAU operates a national program for the promotion and develop-

ment of international style amateur wrastling.

5. Defendant, United States Olympic Committee
("U.8.0.C."), is a corporation chartered by the United States
Congress in 1950 (36 U.S.C. §371, et seq., as amended by the
Amateur Sports Act of 1978, Pub.L.No. 95-606, which bezcame law on
November 8, 1978). Its principal place of business is located at
Colorado Springs, Colorado, and it operates in all fifty states

and the District of Columbia.

6. Pursuant to the authority vested in it by Congress,
the U.S.0.C. has adopted, and from time to time altered, a consti-
tution to govern its affairs. The U.S.0.C. Constitution in effect
at the time of USWF's application to U.S.0.C. for Group A member-
ship therein, referred to in paragraph 18 hereof, was adopted by

. the U.8.0.C. in Hav. 1977.



7. At the time of USWF's application to U.5.0.C. for
Group A membership tharein, referred to in paragraph 18 hereof,
the U.5.0.C. recognized WD/AAU as this nation's National Govern-

ing Body for amateur wrestling.

8. International style amateur wrestling is on the
program of the Olympic Games. Since 1896, the Olympic Games have
been conducted and controlled by the International Olympic Com-

mittee ("IOC") which is headquartered in Switzerland.

9. Pursuant to IOC Rule 24, each nation wishing to
participate in the Olympic Games must maintain a "National Olympic
Committee" which is recognized by the IOC. The IOC recognizes the

U.S.0.C. as the National Olympic Committee for the United States.

10. In addition to recognizing a National Olympic Com-
mittee in each parﬁicipating nation, the IOC also designates the
International Sports Federation which governs each Olympic sport.
The IOC has designatad the Federation Internationale de Lutte
Amateur ("FILA"), also headquartersd in Switzerland, to act as
the International Sports Federation for international style ama-

teur wrestling.

1l. FILA establishes rules and regulations (including
e2ligibility rules for athletes) for international style amatsur
wrastling, supervises Olympic and international competition in
amateur wrestling, and selects and trains officials for such com-

petition.

12. FILA elects ons amatesur wrestling organization in
each nation as its affiliate member for that nation: and FILA, by
virtue of its designation by IOC as the international sports
‘governing body and its power to determine the eligibility of ama-
teur wrestlars and officials to participats in international com-
petition, controls international style amateur wrestling inter-
nationally through, inter alia, its national affiliate members

around the world.



13. At FILA's biennial Congrsss hz2ld during the
Olympic Games in Munich in 1972, WD/AAU was elected to member-

ship in FILA.

14. IOC Rule 24 provides that sach National Olympic
Committee must include in its membership, representatives of
thosa sports organizations within its nation which are members of
the I0C-designated International Sports Federations which must
;ponstitute a "voting majority". Article III, Section 3 of the
‘U.5.0.C. Constitution establishes "Group A" membership for each
§Olympic and Pan-American sport and vests voting control in "Group
EA, Olympic Division" members, of which theres is one for each

Olympic aport.

15, Eligibility requirements for Group A membership
ara set forth in Article III, Section 3 of the U.8.0.C. Constitu-

“tion.

16. At the time of USWF's application to U.S5.0.C. for
Group A membership therein, referred to in paragraph 18 hereof,

WD/AAU was the USOC's Group A member for amateur wrestling.

17. Article Vv, Section 6 of the U.8.0.C. Constitution

provides:

Any national amateur sports organization which
holds =-- or which applies for -- and is denied
after a hearing by the Housz of Delegatas or Exec-
utive Board, whichever meets first, membership
in Group A may submit a claim to the Amsrican
Arbitration Association for binding arbitration
under the following conditions:

(a} The claim must be submitted to the Asso-~
ciation not later than one ysar after the tsrm-
ination of any summer Qlvmpic Games, and due no-
tice of the submission must be promptly served
upon the then recognized body (if any), and upon
the U.8.0.C. All challenges filed with respect
to a particular sport during any one period in
which challengas may be made pursuant to this
section shall be determinasd in a single arbitra-
tion proczeding. Parties to the arbitration
agraz to be bound by the determination of the
arbitrators.



(b) The claimant must establish by a pre-
ponderance of evidence that it provides at the
time of arbitration and in comparison with the
governing body then recognized by ths U.5.0.C.
(if any), more comprehensive and effective na-
tional competition (for individuals or teams at
all levals of athletic activity) in the Olympic
sport for which it claims recognition as the
governing body, so that such competition will
result in a higher quality of United States
athletes in all international amateur athletic
competition for such sport, and that the claim-

_ant complies in every respect with the require-
ments for election to Group A as sat forth in
Article III, Section 3, of this Constitution.

(c) The arbitration shall proceed under
the commercial rules of the American Arbitra-
tion Association, except as modifisd herein or
by agreement of the parties, before a panel of
not less than three (3) arbitrators selected
by the Association, and not less than ninety
(90) days after the national amatsur sports
organization submitted its claim to the Associ-
ation.

(d) The arbitrators by a majority of their
numbar shall expeditiously dscide the contro-
versy in the manner that, in their judgment,
shall best serve the objectives and fulfill
the responsibilities of the U.S5.0.C. under its
Congressional charter and the rules of the
International Olympic Committee. If the Group
A member challenged in the arbitration proceed-
ing is in default in the performance of any of
its obligations under Article III, Section 3,
hersin, it shall not be dsnied its membership
if it fulfills those obligations within a
period prescribed by the arbitrators.

(2) If the principal controversy is be-
twaen two (2) or mors organizations for recog-
nition as the national governing body in a
particular sport, the arbitration award shall
be served upon the U.S.0.C. in the same manner
as it is on the parties to the arbitration.

If the award upholds a claim of a national ama-
tzur sports organization for recognition as a
national governing body, the U.S.0.C. shall,
not later than the sixty-first (6l) day after
such decision, recommend and support in any
other appropriate mannsr such sports organiza-
tion to the appropriatz International Sports
Fedaration for racognition by such federation
as the govarning body, any contrary provision
in Article III, Section 3, notwithstanding.



18, On June 13, 1977, USWF, purporting to act pursuant
to Article V. gection 6 of the U.5.0.C. Constitution, applied to
the U.8.0.C. to replace WwD/BAU as the Group A member for amateur

wrastling.

19, USWF's application was heard by the Cxecutive Board
of the U.5.0.C. at its meetindg at Squaw Valley, california on July

30, 1977. The Executive Board denied USWF's application.

- 20. Thereafter, USWF, again purporting to act pursuant
o Article V, gection 6 of the U.s.0.C. constitution, filed with
AAA's Chicago: 11linois office a pemand for Arbitration dated July

30, 1977.

21. WD/MAU, also purporting to act pursuant to Article
vy, Section 6 of the v.8.0.C. Constitution, £iled a Demaﬁd for
arbitration, dated July 29, 1977, with the AAA's MNew York, New

vork office. VID/AAU subsequently withdrew such demand .

22, The arbitration proceeded forward in Cchicago, be-
fore a panel of three arbitrators. By an Award dated September 7,

1978, the threa arbitrators unanimously found that:

The UNITED STATES WRESTLING FEDERATION has

astablished its claim for recognition as

the Group A member of the UNITED STATES

oLYMPIC COMMITTEE for AMATEUR WRESTLING

and is entitled to replace the AAU WRESTLING

COMMITTEE, AMATEUR ATHLETIC UNIOM OF THE

UNITED STATES, IHC. as such member.

23. On september 23, 1978, & meeting of the U.5.0.C.
Executive poard was held in somerset, MNew Jersey. At that meet-
ing, the U.s.0.C. Counselox., patrick gullivan, Esq-/ advised the
U.5.0.C. gxacutive poard that, in his opinion. as a result of the
arbitration Award, the USWF had bscome the National_Governing Body
{ for amateur wrestling in the United gtates but that neither WD/AAU
nor USIEF was eligible to be the Group A member of the U.S5.0.C. on
SeptembeX 24, 1978, the U.5.0.C. pxecutive Board voted to sustain

its Counselor's‘advisory opinion.

29, On December 9, 1978, the Exscutive Board of the
U.5.0.C. reconsiderad its September 24, 1978 action sustaining
its counselor's advisory opinion, reputiatad its actions of Sep-
tember 24 in thsir entifety, and made the WD/AAU the National
Governing Body in the United Statess for amateur wrestling‘until
1980, or until all appeals to the Courts, to FILA, andvto the I0C

have bezn concluded.

30. On December 12, 1978, FILA Prasident Ercegan wrote

to U.S.0.C. Przsidsnt Kane. That lettsr in part stated:

"yith all due respect to USOC and the work

of USWF, as President it is my duty, above all,

o observe the Statute of our Federation as its

suprems law. According to the Statute, the

Congress is the only body authorizsd to [act

upon USWF's application for FILA membershipl.”

31. On December 14, 1978, USWF filed this action for
declaratory and injunctive relief, and the Court temporarily re-
strained U.S.0.C. from officially notifying FILA of the December
9, 1978 action taken by the U.5.0.C. Executive Board and from
taking certain other steps in reliance on the December 9 action.
By consent of the parties, this Court's temporary restraining

order remained in effect until the trial of this action on the

merits.

32. On February 28, 1979, the United Statas District
Court for the HWorthern District of T1llinois confirmed the arbi-
tration award of the American Arbitration Association of Septem-

ber 7, 1978.

33. Until Dacmeber 9, 1978, U.5.0.C., pursuant to its
constitutional provisions in regard to binding arbitration, did
racogﬁize the USWF as the prevailing party in the arbitration pro-
'ceedings and recormend and supported its apovlication for FILA mem-
bership. However, its action of December‘9, 1978 was inconsistenf
with the recognition of USWF as the prevailing party in the arbi-

tration proceedings and such action in part detracted from the

full recommendation previously given to FILA.



34. Continued participation by amateur athletes, in-
cluding but not limited to amateur wrastlers, in international
athletic competition, including but not limited to the Pan

American Games and Olympic Games, is in the public interest.

35. USWF has no adequats remedy at law.

CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

1. The Court has jurisdiction of the parties and of
the subject mattexr of this action, venue is appropriate'in this
Court, and the Court is empowerad to grant the declaratory and

injunctive .relief hereinafter set forth.

2. The arbitration award of September 7, 1978 is legal-

ly binding on the parties as hereinafter set forth.

i

3. As a result of the arbitral award, the USWF has ac-
quired the status of National Govesrning body designate for ama-
teur wrestling in the United States and the right to replace the
WD/AAU as the NWational Governing Body for amateur wrestling in
the United States upon USWF's election to membership in FILA. The
WD/AAU remains, pending elaction of the USWF to FILA membership,
the National Governing Body for amateur wrestling in the United
States and is entitled to be the U.5.0.C. Group A member for ama-

teur wrestling.

4. Articls V, Saction 6(e) of the 7.S.0.C. Constitu-
tion requiress that as a result of the arbitration award in favor
of the USWF, the U.S.0.C., must only rescommend and support the ap-
.plication of USWF for FILA membership and does not réquirs auto-
matic and immediats recognition by the U.S.0.C. of £he USWF as the
National Governing Bédy.for amateur wrestling in the Unted States.

5. As a result of the arbitral award, and of the
WD/NAU's Group A membership in the U.5.0.C., the USWF is entitled
to receive from the WD/AAU full recommendation and support of
USWF's application for membership in FILA, and full recommendatio
and support of the efforts of USWF to become the National Govern-
ing Body for amateur wrestling in the Unitsd States and the

U.5.0.C. Group A member for amateur wrestling.

Based upon the foragoing Findings of Fact and Conclu-

cions of Law it is hereby ORDERED, ADJUDGED and DECREED:

1. fThe U.3.0.C., its officers, directors, employees
and agents, shall be and they hereby are mandatorily enjoined,
during the period from the date of entry of Judgment through and
including the meeting of the Congress of FILA in 1980, to recom-
mend and support the application of USWF for membarship in FILA;
provided, howaver, the U.S.O.C.‘is auﬁhorized to withdraw its
prior certification to FILA of the status of the USWF as National
Governing Body for amatsur wrestling in the United States but
shall substitute in lisu thereof its certification to FILA of the
status of the USWF as National Governing Body designate for ama-
teur wrestling in the United States and the intention of the
U.8.0.C. to recognize tha USWF as Mational Governing Body for
amateur wrestling in the Unitad States immediately upon its elec-

tion to FILA membership.



9. ‘The WD/AAU, its officers, directors, employees . and
agents, shall be and they hereby are mandatorily enjoined, during
the period from the date of entry of Judgment through and includ~
ing the meeting of the Congress of FILA in 1980, to recommend and
support the application of the USWF for mehbership in FILA, and
are restrained and eﬁjoined from interfering with, opposing,
voting or arguing against said application of USWF for FILA mem—
pership, its efforts to be recognized as the National Governing
Body for amateur wrestling in the United Statas O¥ its efforts to

obtain Group A membership in the U.S8.0.C.

3, WD/AAU is authorized to continue as the Unitead
Statas member of FILA and as the Group A member for amateur wres-
tling in the United States until such time as the USWF bgcomes &

member of FILA.

4. Ths Temporary'Restraining order against U.S5.0.C..

entered by this Court on December 14, 1978, is dissolved.

5. all claims for daclaratory or injunctiva relisf re-
quested by the parties in their pleadings, other than those

granted hereinabove, are denied.

6. The injunction entered hersby may be dissolved after
the conclusion of the mesting of the FILA Congress in 1980 upon

the showing of good cause on application of any party.

7. Costs of this action shall be borne equally by the

parties.
