Mr, Dahl stated that about 12130 P.ti. on May 18, 1saa,
while on the telepnone with nis office door shat, he heayd three
heavy kngoks aimost 1ike it wam pounding on his deor He was
uUpsat. He set tha phone down, ran wver o the door and bluresd
Out: "set tha fuck away from ny dowk." About thres sesonds
iater, Coach Adams’ Mand was epn his throat and Adame sald; “what
the fuck do you mean, get the fuck away from ny doox? Whe the
hell d9 you think you are talking to? 1*m going to break your
acking neck.* panl replied, “Gut vour hands of# me, I
understand ysu can braak my neck.* After & few more heated
words, Adaws left and Dahl went kack in and shut his doox.

Dahl stated that adems put his hands directly upen his
RCK and that Adams didn’t grap him by the collar.

About five minutes loter, Adams came Rack and apoloyized
and pahl apologized., This lagted maybo 17 segonds, We had an
unaerstanding at that polat. #We Both regrotted the incident,
Dahl a1s0 stated they sheok hands.

Whan Adams grabbed pahl by the throat, it was with one

When Dahl openad the door, he saw MeCoy ana Adame
standing thers, Dahl Lhought McCoy couldn’t sse eXRCELlY what was
gaing on, bur that wasn’t the focus of Dahl‘s attention,

| DBahl had never berore addressed ahyone at nis doer uging
the language he dig With Admnms and MCCoy. Dahl had been unger
soma distreze bacause of twe recent deatns in nis ramily. Dahl
stated that it was Vary poesible that he was ip such an emotional
gtate that that helped pracipitate this matter, Danl aild not
fesl that his statement in any way provoksd Adams to grab his
threat or collar. Banl dld not direct hiz rawarks at an
individual. When he opened the door, the wards vere eominq oue
and he dld not know who was outgilde the dacy.



When Danl opened the door, thers was three feet batwaen
Adane and ¢he dooz, Mooy was to the left rear of Adaxg, Modoy
vas facing Adams back, pahd thought it was possible that McCoy
would not ba Privy to what mxactly happenad,

When Dahl heaxd eomacne prunding coverhand with their
tist, that is basically what caused hin te blurt out wnat he
dld, It’s just stregs and bhora/z net a real remson.

banl had no business with Adans at that particular
time. The bueiness (goteing & neal ticket) was 8olaly with Ralph
MoCoy.

AL the initial contact of Adans with Dahl, pahl didn’t
balieve McCoy could have Seen Adans grab Dahl., But then they
turned & bit and Adams wae to Dahl's left front, and Adams hand
was still on Dahl’s throat. ac Bhat tine McCoy was in a position
to see where'Adams’ hand was,

Dahl did not feel that a ressonable pPeraen in the
podition of Adams at the tine of this imcident would have bwen
provoked by Dahl's wepds.

bahl felt that Adams was physically capable of hurting
him and Dahl told Admms he wis capable of break ng Dahl‘’s nack.

Center for some time ang the presoure of Preparing USa
teams for some very critical events was ever prasent.
When I approached My. Dahl’s office, T was not aware gf
the personal tragedies he has expariensad lately,

Wnile I recognize my actions were inappropriate, 1
teel that pwr, ganl contributed and provoked the incident
with the statement =*zet the fuck away from my door,"

In Xerstan‘s A-1dwss statement, you will note he
characterized his enctional state: he atteated he was
"in emotional shock, experiencing uph#sval; I had an
emotional conversation, and indicated there were cther
Stressful lnclidents that had happened recently.¥
Xer@tan propably should hava Stiyed home from the office
euring whis very airricult time,

About rive minutes after the confrontation, ¥ feit
eXtrenely pad and reaturned to Xerstan*s office, I
dpologized profrusely and Mr. dahl cxpressed nis regrats
a3 well, We talked for a whila, shook hends and agreeq
to forget the incident.

Becaumse of ouy acknowledge complicity, Korstan had
no intention of pressing charges againat ne, He was
satlsfied with our reconciliation and was willing to put
it Lin the past and move forward, He attested that to
Mr. Jim Fox anc otvners,

Ralpn Mooy, witness vo the 5-12-88 incident, was not
Prasent at the g-11-28 hearing bafore the Natiopnal Board or
Raview.

Meoy. The same traatment should have boen afferded ag to
Ruhihie R @ven though Mr, Konnoy had no Spportunity te opess
sxaminag Mz, Mesoy. while adnissibla, the weight, if any, to be
givan to thess two statemants was entirely up to the respactive
reviswing badiag,

The sworn statawsnt $& Hr. Mocoy was in no way
dispositive of the facte in thic mactey, a17 svidence should ke
and was duly considered,

7. The mix month Buspension of twach Adame handea down
by the Wational Board of Review wag excessive and extreme in
iiqgh of all facty related soncerning the 5-12-as Danl=aAdems

Hr. Dahl apparently was undep considerable stress from
pargonal cissumstancea he recently had endured and upon hearing
tha pounding on ki offine dupr while he was talking on his
pPhona, irritated and upset him to the Polnt that he uttezred an
auplative vemark as he opaned his offive door, not knewing who
Vas there ox why, Mp, Adems, wupen heuring the romarks or Dahl
wpontuncaualg reacted parsasonably and sxcessively in grabbing
Bahl by the throat or vollar with one hand. Both Dahl and Adams
2oted improperly,

Ne savere physical damage vwas dope to Hr. panl. g late

did not suffer Paindully, nNo bileys vere thrown by a trained
boxer euch as Geaals Adems.
