Operation Gold Qualifying Events for USS

The Operation Gold qualifying event for US Speedskating is the Winter Olympic Games during
an Olympic Year. During non-Olympic Games years, the Short Track World Championships and
Long Track World Single Distance Championships are the Operation Gold qualifying events.

In an Olympic Games year, teams and individuals must place in the top-three at the Olympic Games
to qualify for Operation Gold Awards; multiple Operation Gold Awards can be received if an athlete
has multiple top-three finishes at the Olympic Games.

During non-Olympic Games years, Operation Gold Awards are limited to one award per athlete in
a program year; athletes who qualify for more than one award automatically receive the higher
award. Individuals must finish in one of the top-eight places, while teams must finish in one of the
top-six places at the qualifying event in order to receive Operation Gold in a non-Olympic Games
year.

For purposes of Operation Gold, a team is defined as three or more athletes.
