REQUEST FOR REMOVAL FROM THE SPEED SKATING HALL OF FAME

The Hall of Fame Committee will consider removal requests submitted in full, to the best ability of the person submitting the request. If the Hall of Fame Committee supports the validity of the request, the information will be delivered to the US Speedskating Board of Directors for further consideration. The USS Board of Directors shall determine whether allowing proceedings for the removal of the individual in question.  

[bookmark: _GoBack]An inductee into the National Speed Skating Hall of Fame may be eligible for expulsion from this honor based on one of the following circumstances:

A. Evidence of performance enhancing substances being used, or provided to others, during the timeframe of the achievements that made the individual eligible for nomination.

B. Conviction of a criminal offense under a Federal or State statute during the timeframe of the achievements that made the individual eligible for nomination.

Accusations of any of the above instances must have a basis in documented proof and must be reported, in full, with evidence to the Hall of Fame Committee. Rumors, hearsay, and gossip of misconduct are not grounds for expulsion. Undocumented claims will not be considered.
