LETTER

Working in conjunction with the United States Olympic Committee (USOC) and the other 50 National Governing Bodies who lead sport, our responsibilities to ensure a
healthy infrastructure have never become clearer than in 2018. For all of us who value the role of sport in society we want even more people to participate, and to do so
knowing they are in a safe environment. The Aspen Institute’s Project Play has highlighted the concerning decline in organized sport, particularly team sports. While in field
hockey the numbers remain stable, we focused our efforts on engaging and retaining participation in 2018. Throughout the year, we expanded our work with the Center for
SafeSport, ensuring that the programming we provide is the safest, with mandatory Safe Sport training for those who deliver programming coupled with background checks
and providing educational and reporting resources to all in our sport.

Our mission is to Grow the Game, Serve Members and Succeed Internationally so let me touch on a few highlights in each area.

Growing the game for future generations to enjoy continues to be a top priority for USA Field Hockey. We delivered on this goal in 2018 by actively promoting the sport on a
national level, and by developing and offering programs and resources to fuel and support individuals, schools, multisport organizations and clubs in their grassroots growth
initiatives. Sport Development worked hand-in-hand with the Coach and Umpire Education departments, recognizing that trained coaches and umpires are the underpinnings
of growth. Sport Development also worked closely with the Membership and Events teams, as the biggest “builders” of field hockey often come from within our membership
ranks. Our goal is to make field hockey accessible, available and affordable by providing the national structure, resources and support necessary for widescale growth.

Field hockey is a sport for life, for boys and girls of all ages, and our goal is to encourage young people to start playing at a young age and to continue to enjoy the game by
actively playing, coaching, umpiring, parenting, leading programs and being fans of the game for life. USA Field Hockey held its first annual Summit, presented by AstroTurf, in
2018. This event united the field hockey community for a weekend of education, networking and fun, and was well-attended, receiving rave reviews by virtually all attendees.
In 2018, USA Field Hockey received a substantial grant from the USOC for the creation and implementation of the American Development Model (ADM). The ADM launched
at the 2019 Summit and it will be a game-changer for our sport. In addition, USA Field Hockey is excited about the Olympic Games returning to Los Angeles in 2028. This is a
huge opportunity for our sport, and we have formed a task force to exponentially grow participation in California in advance and as a legacy of the Los Angeles 2028 Olympic
Games.

Throughout the year, 37 coaching courses and workshops were offered around the country — this represents the most extensive educational programing for coaches we
have ever put together. Furthermore than 400 individuals attended the umpiring courses that were offered. The commitment to serving members through resources and
opportunities has never been stronger.

The U.S. Men’s National Team competed successfully in the Hockey Series Open in Salamanca, Mexico in June, securing first place and progressing to the FIH Series Finals in

India in June 2019. The team’s development continued with series in Spain, France, Scotland, Ireland and Chile with the Junior U.S. Men’s National Team taking on Chile twice

and Canada once. The U.S. Women'’s National Team played test series against Holland, Canada, Chile, Argentina and Belgium and competed in the Vitality Hockey Women’s
World Cup in England, exiting the tournament in the Pool Stage.

Congratulations to the NCAA Champions - University of North Carolina (DI), Shippensberg University (DIl), Middlebury
College (DlII), and to the National Club Champions - WC Eagles (U-14, U-16 and U-19), and to all athletes who experienced
the joy of competing in the NCAA tournament and National Club Championship.

We say goodbye and a big thank you to retiring Board Members Carolyn Bing, Kara Mings, Jamie Montgomery and Susan
Nottingham. Their service, and particularly Susan who served for eight years, is greatly appreciated and important to
ongoing stewardship of the sport.

USA Field Hockey at its heart is made up of 30 full-time staff who work tirelessly to put on great field hockey experiences
for so many people. They are the engine who drive so much of our sport’s programming and the organization is so grateful
for all their work. As we look to 2019, with so many more people introduced to the game, the launch of the all-important
USA Field Hockey American Development Model, inaugural FIH Pro League and the year of Olympic qualification there
is much to be excited about. Thank you to all who of you volunteer, coach, umpire and organize games so that so many
can experience the joy of playing field hockey.

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U.S. WOMEN'S NATIONAL TEAM

Following the 2017 Sentinel Homes Hockey World League Final
in Auckland, New Zealand, the U.S. Women’s National Team
began competition in late January with a four-game test series
against No. 1 The Netherlands at Stanford University in Palo
Alto, Calif. Despite losing all matches (0-0-4), USA used the series
as the first step in preparing for the upcoming Vitality Hockey
Women’s World Cup in London, England. This series also saw
Catherine Caro receive her first international cap, while Stefanie
Fee and Caitlin Van Sickle recorded their 100th and Michelle
Vittese her 200th.

One month after playing The Netherlands, USA took part in a
friendly series against Canada (1-1-2) at the Chula Vista Elite
Athlete Training Center in Chula Vista, Calif. Four athletes
received their first international caps during that series with
Mary Beth Barham, Laura Hurff, Margaux Paolino and Tara
Vittese.

Next, the USWNT hosted Chile in a test series at Spooky Nook
Sports in Lancaster, Pa. from April 9 to 14, where they finished
with two wins and two draws. Two more milestones were
reached during this series as Ali Froede and Loren Shealy both
played in their 50th international match for USA.

From June 10 to 17, the USWNT traveled to Tucuman, Argentina
for one final test series against the host nation (0-0-5).

The Vitality Hockey Women's World Cup took the field hockey
world by storm from July 21 to August 5 as the USWNT ended
pool play with two draws and one loss. This result cut their
tournament short as they did not advance and placed 14th
overall.

In September, USA competed in the Four Nations Women's
Ibaraki International Tournament in Osaka, Japan that featured
No. 3 Australia, No. 10 Korea and No. 14 Japan. Despite this
event marking the first international competition for many
athletes, Jess Jecko and Kealsie Robles both played in their first
games and Taylor West notched her 50th, the USWNT lost every
match to finish fourth.

Finally, the team returned to Lancaster, Pa. in late November to
host Belgium in a three-game test series at Spooky Nook Sports.
The weather-barren series saw USA go 1-0-2 with athletes
Kelsey Bing, Danielle Grega and Casey Umstead playing in their
first international appearances while Amanda Magadan played
in her 50th.

JUNIOR U.S. MEN'S NATIONAL TEAM

The Junior U.S. Men’s National Team gained vital training and
experience throughout 2018 beginning with training camps in
January and February, both in Moorpark, Calif. The U-16 and
U-19 teams then traveled to the southern hemisphere for a
friendy test series against Chile from March 10 to 17. The U-16
USMNT lost all five matches while the U-19 USMNT came away
with one victory.

Another training camp in April in Moorpark, Calif. prepared the
squad for the Junior Nations Invitiational Tournament that was
hosted at Yale University in New Haven, Conn. from May 20
to 27. The U-19 USMNT played Ireland twice and Japan three
times, falling in all contests. During the same time, the U-16
USMNT participated on the west coast in the annual USA Field
Hockey Sanctioned Event, California Cup, from May 24 to 28 in
Moorpark, Calif.

At the end of June, the Talent Identification and Selection Camp
was held in Stockton, Calif., where more than 50 athletes from
various states across the country gathered in hopes of advancing
to the next step in the U.S. Men’s Olympic Development Pipeline.

From July 13 to 22, two Junior USMNT squads (U-15 and U-18)
took part in the Canadian National Championship. The U-15
USMNT claimed bronze and following the tournament, Brett
Eisner was named to the Boys Tournament 11. The U-18 USMNT
played in both the U-18 and U-23men's divisions.

The year rounded out with three more training camps, two in
Greenwich, Conn. and one in Moorpark, Calif. along with a four-
game friendly series with Chile (1-0-3) from October 6 to 8.

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JUNIOR U.S. WOMEN'S NATIONAL TEAM

Building on the success of previous years, 2018 proved to be
another year of growth for the Junior U.S. Women’s National
Teams. Selected from the 2017 Citi National Futures Championship,
presented by Harrow Sports, and Young Women’s National
Championship, all four teams participated in multiple training
camps prior to gaining valuable international match experience on
fields across continental America and Europe.

The competition opportunities in 2018 had a distinct South
American flavor with the U-17 USWNT traveling to Uruguay for a
four-game series against their hosts winning all four in style. The
U-21 USWNT joined the U.S. Women’s National Team in San Miguel
de Tucuman, Argentina for a challenging three-game set against
the reigning Junior Hockey World Cup champions. All three games
served as the warm-up event prior to the senior team match-up
which meant big crowds and pressure to perform and as such
was a great learning opportunity for the group. The U.S. Women'’s
National Development Squad participated in their inaugural
international competition with a four-game series against Chile and
showed the promise that bodes well for the future with two wins
and a tie against Chile's Women’s National Team before rounding
out their tour with a win against Chile’s U-19 team.

The U-19 USWNT were the sole team to venture to Europe in
2018 when they headed to Dublin, Ireland for three games against
Ireland’s U-18 team. After a tie in the first outing, two wins in the
final two games rounded out the series win.

The Junior U.S. Women’s National Team program for 2018 was
capped off with a home series at Spooky Nook Sports in Lancaster,
Pa. A mixed team comprised of players from the U-19 USWNT, U-21
USWNT and U.S. Women’s National Development Squad played
host to Chile in what proved to be a great week of development
resulting in two wins and a tie.

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U.S. WOMEN'S NATIONAL INDOOR TEAM

Following qualification from the 2017 Indoor Pan American Cup,
the U.S. Women’s National Indoor Team began the 2018 year
on one of the largest stages at the women’s FIH Indoor Hockey
World Cup in Berlin, Germany from February 7 to 11. Making
their debut at the tournament, No. 20 USA was the lowest

ranked nation in the 11-team competition. In their first pool
match after leading 1-0 in the first few minutes, No. 5 Belarus
scored four unanswered goals to win 4-1. USA tied No. 4 Poland
in their second game before defeating No. 12 Kazakhstan 7-2,
led with a hat trick from Corinne Zanolli. Hours later, USA was
back on the court to dual against No. 19 Switzerland where they
fell 1-3. In their final match of pool play, USA met No. 1 The
Netherlands, the reigning women’s Indoor Hockey World Cup
champions. Trailing 2-3 at halftime, the Oranje applied high
pressure to pull away in the second to win 8-4 over the red,
white and blue.

Finishing pool play with a 1-1-3 record, USA met No. 14 Namibia
in the 9th/10th place game. After being down 0-1 early in the
contest, USA rallied with three unanswered goals to take a 3-1
lead at halftime. A more physical second half ensued as Namibia
closed the gap on the team’s first penalty corner to make it 3-2.
Namibia followed up with three goals in two minutes to take a
5-3 advantage. With time running short, USA displayed a “never-
give-up” tone to tie the game with eight seconds remaining to
force a shootout. Despite the late rally, USA lost the shootout
0-1 to finish 10th at the Indoor Hockey World Cup.

The U-14 age group continued to
compete as mixed region teams. The Stars and
Stripes Elite game culminates the event for each
age group, which was an all-star game format
and the first selection opportunity for athletes
that attended the NFC. Additional selection
opportunities included Junior National Camp and
the AAU Junior Olympic Games.

The Level 2 Instructional Coaching Clinics focus on the application of learner-centered teaching. These blended clinics combine classroom-based
theory sessions and on-field practical coaching. Coaches work in groups to share best practices and receive peer feedback in a comfortable and
encouraging environment.

Workshop Series

USA Field Hockey expanded the sport-specific Workshop Series started in 2017 to include three offerings. These three-hour workshops were created to supplement Level 1 and Level 2 Instructional Coaching Clinics
learning in applicable bite-size formats:

o Technical Skills Workshop (TSW) - Technical skills are the building blocks for development. The focus of the TSW is on teaching skills in a developmentally-appropriate way. Technical instruction includes grips,
detecting and correcting errors, ball control, passing and receiving, forehand and backhand skills, aerials and more.

e Goalkeeping Workshop (GKW) - Teaching goalkeeping and managing goalkeepers in a team setting is a common challenge, especially for coaches with no goalkeeping experience. This three-hour workshop helps
coaches teach the basic principles of goalkeeping and provides strategies and techniques to work with multiple goalkeepers while engaging and inspiring individual and team development.

e Goal Scoring Workshop (GSW) — Scoring goals is a talent to be nurtured and appreciated. This workshop identifies and teaches the key skills required and includes game-based exercises to help coaches identify
and develop effective goal scorers. Coach educators work with coaches and players to provide live demonstrations highlighting tactical considerations and decisions that individuals and teams are faced with
inside the attacking circle.

Umpire training is an ongoing process as the department looks to entice
more individuals to take up officiating within their field hockey communities.
In 2018, trainings were held across the country with a total of more than
400 participants. Clinics were held in Chicago.; Lancaster, Pa.; Nahua, N.H.;
New Castle, Del.; Palo Alto, Calif.; Richmond, Va.; and Sewell, N.J. In addition
to the above, the Umpiring Department held the annual umpire clinic in
conjunction with the National Hockey Festival, presented by CranBarry, in
November with 45 participants of all levels. A debt of gratitude to Fran Corl,
Jeanne O’Brien and Rene Zelkin who graciously volunteered their time and
expertise to help develop USA Field Hockey Umpires.

They USA Field Hockey Summit was a huge success for umpiring as the event
started with an open clinic the day prior with 40 participants in the single
day training. When Summit commenced, former International Hockey
Federation’s (FIH) Officials Manager Craig Gribble presented and interacted
with about 75 participants over two days. These sessions and discussions
were invaluable to current USA Field Hockey Umpires as the FIH perspective
was brought to the membership.

In October 2018, the Big Ten Conference funded two online seminars in
which the Umpiring Department conducted for all college umpires. The
first one was on issues surrounding matches during the year. The Umpiring
Department used video as well as FIH and USA Field Hockey documents
to create the best consistency possible among umpires. The second was
strictly on the use of video review which is becoming more frequent at the
NCAA level. Both of these seminars had roughly 70 umpires in attendance.

The online rules test was taken by almost all USA Field Hockey Umpires who
were required to have a 90% in order to pass and maintain their current
rating. The Umpiring Department did receive a few complaints about the
length of time (50 minutes) required to take the 50-question test and
the fact that it is a randomized test so no two people get the same test
in the same order. In addition, the Umpiring Department has developed
parameters for those who may have a recognized disability in test taking.

The Umpiring Department again produced an Annual Rules Briefing video,
which can be viewed on the website. This is a service USA Field Hockey
has been providing the field hockey community at the beginning of the
scholastic seasons for the past number of years.

Recruiting and Retention

The Umpiring Department is continuing to grow the umpire ranks. In 2015
and 2016, the average age of umpires was 48. As of May 1, the average age
was 46 and in 2019 the age dropped one year to 45. This results from more
and more younger individuals becoming interested in umpiring.

In 2018, there were 846 registered USA Field Hockey Umpire Members, an

increase of 35 new members since 2017. More communication was sent
out to this demographic to help promote opportunities and membership.

National Events

There were no issues getting umpires to
cover the National Events in 2018 and
there were a sufficient number for each
to make sure umpires were not over
worked. The structure is to try and have
the umpires work one more game per
day than a team play. This concept helped
keep the quality of umpiring consistent
throughout the event.

Umpire Administration

In March 2018, the Umpiring Department
hired a full-time Umpire Administrative
Coordinator. This position was created
to take over many of the day-to-day
administrative  duties required to
keep up with events, assignments,
reimbursements/payments, evaluations
and the management of Umpire
Memberships.

Within nine months of having this
position filled, the Umpiring Department
is still developing the system and
processes relating to events and changes
to the umpire database to make it more
efficient.

The Umpiring Department recognizes
the need to work on response times to
constituents and keeps in mind that the
duty is to serve the umpire community.

International

USA Field Hockey's international umpires
and technical officials were very active in
2018. There was a number of upgrades
in ratings as well as appointments to
represent at many major national and
international tournaments. USA officials
and technical staff were involved in five
sets of test series matches, eight FIH
events and three PAHF events.

USA Umpire and FIH World Development
Panel Umpire Maggie Giddens earned
her prestigious FIH Golden Whistle,
for umpiring in her 100th international
contest. She was officially recognized by
the FIH at the Vitality Hockey Women's
World Cup in London, England.

The mission of USA Field Hockey’s Sport Development Department is to grow the game for future generations to enjoy. To accomplish this goal, USA Field Hockey promotes the
sport on a national level and develops and offers programs and resources to fuel and support individuals, schools, multi-sport organizations and clubs in their grassroots growth
initiatives. Sport Development works hand-in-hand with the Coach and Umpire Education Departments, recognizing that trained coaches and umpires are the underpinnings of
growth. Sport Development also works closely with Membership and Events, as the biggest “builders” of field hockey often comes from within the membership ranks. Field hockey
is a sport for life, for boys and girls of all ages, and the Sport Development Department’s goal is to encourage young indivdiuals to start playing at a young age and to continue to

enjoy the game by actively playing, coaching, umpiring, parenting, leading programs and being fans of the game for life.

FUNdamental Field Hockey

FUNdamental Field Hockey, presented by Harrow Sports, is an ‘/?USA FUNDAMENTAL

equipment grant program designed to increase awareness, interest FIELD HOCKEY FlELD "OCKEY
and trial of field hockey among young boys and girls. Established in

2012, FUNdamental Field Hockey provides free beginner equipment to schools, recreation centers, clubs and individuals to
introduce the sport in their communities at no cost to the athlete. Each grant includes 24 sticks and balls, a carrying bag and
an online curriculum guide that makes teaching the fundamentals of field hockey easy, safe and fun. Sticks are available in both

wood and a softer, plastic option.

Since its inception, USA Field Hockey has given away more than 34,000 sticks and balls. Applications for the grant in 2018
continued to increase, and unfortunately, not all requested were able to be filled. The Sport Development Department received
466 application and were able to fill a total of 139. It is estimated that 15,000 boys and girls will be exposed to field hockey
this year as a result of the grants alone. USA Field Hockey has and will continue to expand offerings of low-priced entry level
equipment to help make field hockey more accessible and inclusive for all.

The Scouts Program, initiated in 2017, continues to grow. Scouts can receive a free USA Field Hockey patch for trying field hockey
with an established USA Field Hockey Member Club or school. In addition, USA Field Hockey helps Scouts interested in using
field hockey as a vehicle to earn leadership awards by providing the free patches and loaner equipment. In 2018, more than 300
Scouts, boys and girls, were able to try field hockey and earn their USA Field Hockey fun patch. Clinics were held in California,
Connecticut, lllinois, Maryland New Jersey, Pennsylvania and Virginia.
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USA Field Hockey recognizes that many teachers and individual are interested in field hockey and want to play it with their
students, but do not know where to begin. USA Field Hockey’s Foundation Course is a free entry-level coach education course
primarily designed for school districts interested in adding field hockey to their physical education curriculum or after-school
programming. In 2018, USA Field Hockey delivered a Foundations Course in Indianapolis led by the Indiana University and Ball
State Field Hockey coaching staffs, in conjunction with the new Crossroads Field Hockey Club. More than 50 physical education
teachers attended the course, and as a result several thousand boys and girls are getting to play field hockey.

Starter Packages

USA Field Hockey recognizes that the structure and stability provided by schools, recreational organizations and clubs is critical
to the sport. USA Field Hockey Starter Packages, supported by CranBarry, OBO, Grays and Goal Sports, provide high-quality goals
and goalkeeping equipment at substantial savings to help reduce the cost of starting a new program. In 2018, USA Field Hockey
delivered 12 Starter Packages to clubs and schools to help them get new field hockey programs established.

Learn to Play Clinics were hosted by USA Field Hockey at the Disney Field Hockey Showcase, USA Field Hockey Summit and
National Hockey Festival, presented by CranBarry. These clinics were targeted toward beginner boys and girls, ages 5 to 14. The
first demonstration of Walking Hockey was held at Festival. Parents and players joined in on the fun and learned the rules and
tried it out first hand.

In August, USA Field Hockey worked with the U.S. Men’s National Team coaching staff and athletes to offer a free Learn to Play
Clinic at Sacred Heart University in Fairfield, Conn. around their test matches against Chile. Boys and girls of all ages came to
try the sport and watch the men’s games. The U.S. Men’s Hockey Federation supported the event by providing t-shirts for all
participants. The event even received television coverage on the evening news, raising awareness and interest in the sport and
the U.S. Men’s National Team among both boys and girls.

National Federation of State High School Associations Summer Meeting

The largest population of field hockey players are current high school females. More than 1,800 high schools, public and private,
have field hockey teams, primarily for girls. USA Field Hockey works closely with the National Federation of State High School
Associations (NFHS) to serve its members by providing leadership for the administration of education-based high school athletics
and activities through the writing of playing rules.

USA Field Hockey advocates for the establishment of field hockey programs throughout the United States, offering coach education,
umpire education and savings of goals and goalkeeping equipment to reduce the barrier to entry. USA Field Hockey hosts an annual
breakfast for NFHS field hockey liaisons and rules committee members at the NFHS Summer Meeting to develop relationships and
open lines of communication.

USA Field Hockey works closely with the United States Olympic Committee and represented field hockey at Coach Education,
Multi-Sport Council, American Development Model and Sport Development Meetings to learn and collaborate with other National
Governing Bodies.

The Aspen Institute’s Project Play

The Aspen Institute’s Project Play is one of the leading researchers and thought leaders in the area of youth sports in America.
They have tracked the concerning downward trend of play and the inequities that exist, especially for youth in underprivileged
communities.

Held annually in Washington D.C., the U.S. Congressional Health and Fitness Fair has been a great opportunity to promote field
hockey to politicians in the Capital. This year, Towson Head Coach E.A. Jackson represented USA Field Hockey.
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State Physical Education Conventions

USA Field Hockey had representative at the state level in Florida, Indiana,
Michigan and Ohio. Two-time Olympian and Ohio resident Keli Smith
Puzo represented USA Field Hockey as the keynote speaker at the Ohio
convention. She was joined by former NFL star and Ohio field hockey coach
and physical education teacher Erik Anderson. Dr. Stephen Harvey, Ohio
University professor and USA Field Hockey consultant, also participated in
the exhibit and demonstrations, promoting a games-based approach.

Kristina Kirk, Palm Beach County physical education teacher, exhibited and

presented at SHAPE Florida. Attendance at SHAPE and state Association for

Health, Physical Education, Recreation and Dance (AHPERD) enables schools and physical education teachers to introduce field hockey on
a broad scale, to thousands of boys and girls each year.

The National Field Hockey Coaches Association (NFHCA) gathers annually in Florida for a meeting, primarily with collegiate coaches
and some high school and club teams. USA Field Hockey supports coaches of all levels and attends the NFHCA Convention each year
to promote Coach and Umpire Education, growth initiatives, and to honor and celebrate the NFHCA Award Winners.

PyeongChang 2018 Olympic Games Downtown Celebration

USA Field Hockey took part in the PyeongChang 2018 Olympic Games Downtown Celebration in February in Colorado Springs, Colo.
With support from Dita and local players and coaches, USA Field Hockey’s booth provided local residents with a taste of the game.
The United States Olympic Committee and Colorado Springs Sports Corporation host this event every two years. Thousands of local
residents attend the event to celebrate the games and try Olympic Sports.

USA Field Hockey was represented by Stevie Varacchi, Florida physical education teacher and former field hockey player, at the
Kids Fitness Festival. Each July, more than 5,000 South Florida youth, ages 5 to 12, gather for two days of fitness and fun. The Kids
Fitness Festival is put on by the Palm Beach County Sports Commission, a non-profit organization that provides local youth with the
opportunity to learn sportsmanship, teamwork and citizenship through sport.

International Collaboration

In addition to conferences, USA Field Hockey’s Sport Development Department also prioritizes international collaboration to share best practices in the promotion,
growth and development of the sport and stakeholders.

The Vitality Hockey Women’s World Cup London 2018 provided the opportunity to meet and collaborate with FIH Sport Development Director Jon Wyatt and
European Hockey Federation’s Sport Development leaders. It was a very productive meeting to share best practices and experiences, especially as it relates to
youth awareness, trial and development, parent resources, and entry-level coach recruitment and education. The importance of small-sided games, modified
rules and equipment for safe and fun age as well as stage appropriate development were topics that were discussed. In addition, USA Field Hockey had the
opportunity to learn about Walking Hockey and ParaHockey Il and brought both competition formats back to the United States. While Walking Hockey is growing
in popularity in Europe and beyond primarily for older adults, USA Field Hockey sees it as a great way to expose new people of all ages to the sport, asking them
to come off the sidelines and onto the field to give it a try in a less intimidating and physically demanding format.

Adult and Masters Play

Adult and Masters play continued to grow in 2018. The United States Field Hockey League (USFHL) and their annual USA Field Hockey Sanctioned Event, USFHL Adult
National Championship, along with multiple leagues continue to develop adult play. The year 2018 saw a record number of Masters players and teams travel to the Grand
Masters and EXIN Masters World Cups in Spain to represent the United States.
