2016 World Cup Final Additional Selection Criteria

This document is prepared to solely offer additional clarity to the selection process for the 2016 World Cup Final (WCF) to be held in Sarasota, Florida, May 5-8, 2016. The information contained herein is to be used only in the event that US athletes do not score points in the World Cup Series events of 2016. 
Preface: The UIPM (Union International Pentathlon Moderne) is responsible for inviting the 36 male and 36 female athletes to participate in the WCF.   These athletes are chosen based on the points they have earned in the 4 World Cup Series events of 2016, Cairo, Rio, Rome and Budapest.  The USA is the host of the 2016 WCF. Therefore we will have up to 2 automatic “host-country” places. This document is created to provide the selection solution to fill any automatic places which are not taken by US athletes using points that they have earned in the World Cup Series. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Criteria: In the event that US athletes do not score World Cup series points, then the any remaining places for WCF selection will be chosen by using the UIPM World Ranking list (which uses the results for all UIPM competitions regardless of category). 
The competitions which shall be eligible to count towards US WCF selection shall be all UIPM competitions world-wide between March 1 and April 30th, 2016. 
Any remaining positions to participate in the WCF not taken by using normal UIPM World Cup Series points, shall be allocated in rank order from the UIPM World Ranking list (exclusively) using points earned in competitions between March 1 and April 30th, 2016.
