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Amendment to the 2014 US Junior World Team Selection System

Approved by the USAP Board of Directors March 21, 2014

Purpose : To allow for the best Junior athletes to represent the United States at the Junior World Championships under optimal conditions and to alleviate any unnecessary financial burden to the athletes. 

It is always the intent of the USA Pentathlon (USAP) coaches, staff and board to have a system in place which will allow for the selection of the best athletes to represent the United States in international competition. In 2014, the UIPM (the international governing body of Modern Pentathlon) established the dates of the Junior World Championships as May 20 to 26, 2014. These dates were published well after the UIPM Congress of 2013 and after the USAP had established our calendar and selection system. Typically the Junior World Championships are held each year in August or September—May is considered very early for this event and is highly unusual. 

USAP will have athletes participating in the senior World Cup in Budapest May 1 to 4. 

According to the US Junior World Selection system, the primary selection competition will be held May 10-11 in Colorado Springs. Given the close proximity of dates, and the fact that athletes of junior age will be participating in the senior world cup; the Junior World Team selection system has been amended as follows;

1. Up to three (4) athletes in each gender may be selected for the US Junior Team.

2. One (1) of both genders (1 male and 1 female) of these eight (8) total athletes (4 male and 4 female) MAY BE selected by the National Team coaches using their discretion without participating in the selection system as written. Such discretion must be approved by the Managing Director. 

3. Such discretionary selection will allow for an athlete of superior ability to stay in Europe following the 2014 senior world cup competition in Budapest May 1 to 4, for the purpose of training and preparing for the Junior World Championships in Europe—as opposed to flying back to the USA to compete in the final US Junior Selection competition of May 9th. 

4. The coaches discretionary selection must be based on an athlete demonstrating superior ability as documented by results, whereby it is clear that the athlete would qualify under normal conditions and also have an extraordinary need for such discretionary selection such as already outlined above. 

5. Athletes must apply for this discretionary selection by contacting Dr. Genadijus Sokolovas, USA Pentathlon High Performance Director. 

6. This amendment has been proposed, discussed and passed by the USAP board of directors at their March 21, 2014 meeting.
