1. 2019/2020 Requirements grid posted TODAY 8/30/2019:
The 2019/2020 requirements for all Domestic events have been updated and posted on the USA Roller Sports webpage.  We’ve made changes in many of the events, per Coaches Representative’s work, as well as other respective Coaches input, in conjunction with your Figure Sports Committee.  Please note that we are still pending updates from World Skate, on those specific Dance events, as well as the times and footwork for the Freeskating events.  We will continue to work with World Skate to expedite the requirements and post them as soon as they are finalized and they are expected by mid-September.  Additionally, this season’s rule books will be posted, once the World Skate requirements are received, by the end of September.

2. 2019/2020 NATIONAL FIGURE CHAMPIONSHIPS ORDER OF EVENTS:
The Figure Sports Committee has reviewed the dates approved for the 2019/2020 National Figure Championships scheduled for July 9th through July 22nd, in Cedar Rapids, Iowa.  After careful review of the nine (9) scheduled Regional Championships and also attempting to give as much time for those not knowing if qualified for Nationals until their Regionals is done, the following is the order of skating:
Adult – approximately 4 to 5 days
Elite – approximately 3 to 5 days
Youth – approximately 5 to 6 days
Each group will cross over with Official practices on the same days as each group is finishing their events.  Additionally, we are attempting to schedule Coaches workshops and meetings during the Championships and will try to schedule a half day of no competition or practice, to allow Coaches to attend, without conflict of competition time.
