Meeting was called to order at 8:38pm EST.

1. Approve January 2022 Meeting Minutes
a. Lawaun moved to approve the minutes, Curt seconded. Motion approved by

acclamation.

2. Reports from subcommittees
a. Bylaws

i. Curt has contacted Patricia and will have more info next meeting
b. Regional Reps

i. Collecting new figures

iii. Discussed ethics proposal regarding the use of social media and the posting of
images depicting judges, skaters, and coaches fraternizing

1. Discussed that the potential difficulty of policing this
2. Determined that the reps could take this proposal to the compliance

committee

3. Old Business
a. Freestyle Subcommittee

i. Kristen, Janet, and Joyann met with Robyn
ii. Discussed moving the age of the Advanced down to 13 so that

Freshman/Sophomore B has a place to move up to besides Cadet and Youth
iii. Discussed lowering the difficulty of the maximum requirements for the proposed

Juvenile B event
iv. Discussed removing “toe walley” and “mapes” from the lexicon and replacing it

with “toe loop”
v. Janet moved to make the age of Advanced Free Skating to 13 and up

beginning in the 2022-2023 season. Kristen seconded. Motion approved by
acclamation.

1. Discussed that this would help as a transition event, or skaters could stay
in this event forever

vi. Kristen motioned to make the maximum jump rotations allowed in the
Juvenile B Free Skating 1.5 revolutions. Janet seconded. 2 ayes, 6 nayes.
Motion not approved.

1. Jodee mentioned that this restriction could rub coaches the wrong way
who want to see a more clear divide between World Skate and Domestic.



vii. Kristen moved to replace the terminology of “mapes” in the domestic free
skating events and change it to “toe loop” for the 2022-2023 season. Curt
seconded. Motion approved by acclamation.

b. Discussion of decreasing events
i. Possible options include:

1. Combining figure and loop events at A level, or combine loop ages into
less loop events

2. Remove separate compulsory and free dance events in WS
3. Get rid of short program events in domestic
4. Look at the sliding scale
5. Combining smaller events into one to create competition (for example

the more advanced adult team events)
6. Further discussion tabled

c. Circle loops judging
i. Curt moved that the positioning and transition of arms and free leg on the

circle loop is a style choice. Janet seconded. Motion approved by
acclamation.

d. World Games
i. Madison Kellis and Raphael to replace Jessica and Benson at the World Games

e. World Games Coach/Manager
i. No update

f. Follow up on World Skate letter
i. Jodee will be sending out for approval

4. New Business

4. Top 10 for every event with name and score to be released

1. Lawaun moved to allow Janie to skate the Bronze 3 figure event.

Jodee seconded. Motion denied.
a. Discovered that Janie Kyle is currently a coach and is therefore

not eligible for a petition at this time.
