Note: Following the IOC’s announcement that the Tokyo 2020 Olympic Games have been
rescheduled to take place July 23 — August 8, 2021, it was confirmed that these Games would still
be referred to as the Tokyo 2020 Olympic Games. Therefore, references to the Olympic selection
process, Olympic qualification system, Olympic Team and Olympic Games still reflect ‘2020’ in
these selection procedures.

Note: “ITU” is now referred to as “World Triathlon” but will not be changed in this document.

1.  SELECTION SYSTEM

1.1.  Provide the minimum eligibility requirements for an athlete to be considered for
selection to the Team:

1.1.1. Nationality/Passport requirements:
Athlete must be a national of the United States at the time of nomination.

Athlete must hold a valid U.S. passport that will not expire for six months
after the conclusion of the Games.

1.1.2.  Minimum International Olympic Committee (IOC) standards for participation:

Any competitor in the Olympic Games must be a national of the country of
the National Olympic Committee (NOC) which is entering such competitor.
For additional information regarding an athlete who is a national of two or
more countries, has changed his or her nationality or acquired a new
nationality, refer to the Olympic Charter (Rule 41).

1.1.3.  Minimum International Federation (IF) standards for participation (if any):

e To be eligible to participate in the Olympic Games Tokyo 2020, all
athletes must meet one of the following requirements by June 14,
2021 dateFBB* in accordance with the ITU Qualification System for
Tokyo 2020 posted at
www.triathlon.org/about/downloads/category/qualification criteria
May-11:2020:

o Being among the top 140 in the International Triathlon Union
(ITU) Individual Olympic Qualification Ranking for qualification
places of ITU Mixed Relay Olympic Qualification Ranking, ITU
Mixed Relay Qualification Event, ITU Individual Olympic
Qualification Ranking and Host Country.

o Being among the top 180 in the ITU World Ranking for the
qualification places of ITU World Ranking and Tripartite
Commission Invitation.

Other requirements (if any):

e Must hold a current USA Triathlon Elite License;

e Must abide by all USA Triathlon (USAT), United States Olympic &
Paralympic Committee (USOPC), ITU, US Anti-Doping Agency,
World Anti-Doping Agency, U.S. Center for SafeSport policies and
procedures and be in good standing with these organizations;

e  Must comply with ITU Competition Rule 2.4(c) and have physician-
signed certification form (PPE) on file with USA Triathlon;

e Must be current with SafeSport Training by completing the
SafeSport tutorial as required by the USA Triathlon.

e Athletes must have successfully completed all Games Registration
requirements by stated deadline.

e Any athlete age 18 or older will be required to undergo a background
screen in accordance with the current USOPC Background Check

Policy.

1.2.  Tryout Events:

1.2.1.

Provide the event names, dates and locations of all trials, events and camps
to be used as part of the selection process.

Automatic Selection Event #1: The first selection event will be the 2019
Tokyo [Japan] ITU World Olympic Qualification individual event expected
to be conducted on August 15-16, 2019.

Automatic Selection Event #2: The second selection event wil-was
intended to be the 2020 Yokohama [Japan] ITU World Triathlon Series
individual event which was expected to be conducted May 8-816, 2020,

however, it was canceled/postponed. The intent is to select a replacement
event for Automatic Selection Event #2 following these principles:

e The event would not occur before March 1, 2021.

e The preferred replacement event would be a potential ITU WTS
Yokohama event in Spring 2021 if it were to occur prior to the
nomination deadline.

e |[f the preferred event (ITU WTS Yokohama in Spring 2021) will not
be possible then there will not be an Automatic Selection Event #2;

e Automatic Selection Event #2 must be scheduled by the ITU as a
WTS standard Olympic distance event.

e |f Automatic Selection Event #2 is not executed by the homination
date or held within expectations as per section 1.3.a.4, then there
will not be an Automatic Selection Event #2 and any remaining
guotas to be filled will be determined through discretionary criteria
as outlined in Section 2.

Discretionary Evaluation Events: 2018 mixed relay events, and 2019 and,
2020, and 2021 individual sprint, individual standard distance, mixed relay,
and individual super sprint events staged in the ITU draft-legal or similar
format (e.g. Super League and Major League Triathlon) contested on or
before five {5} dayspriortothe rominationdate{Section 8 belows June 14,
2021 May-1+4-2020. All ITU Discretionary Evaluation Events will be posted
at https://www.triathlon.org/events, and all additional events will be
posted at https://www.teamusa.org/usa-triathlon/elite/elite-athlete-

qualification.

Provide event names, dates, locations and description of how athletes qualify
for the trials, events and camps listed above in 1.2.1. (if any).

Entry to the Selection Events sanctioned by ITU will be made according to:

e 2019, and 2020, and 2021 USA Triathlon ITU Continental Cup
Selection Criteria for the Continental Championship and Cup
events;

e the 2019 and, 2020, and 2021 USA Triathlon ITU World Cup
Selection Criteria for World Cup events;

e the 2019 and, 2020, and 2021 USA Triathlon ITU World Triathlon
Series Selection Criteria for World Triathlon Series events; and,

e 2018, 2019, and 2020, and 2021 USA Triathlon ITU Mixed Relay
Event Selection Criteria for Mixed Relay events.

Entry to other evaluation events that may be used as part of Discretionary
Selection outlined below are at the discretion of those private event
organizations such as Major League Triathlon https://majorleaguetri.com,
Super League https://www.superleaguetriathlon.com, and others that may
occur by the date of nomination.

1.3.  Provide a comprehensive, step-by-step description of the method that explains how
athletes will go through the selection process (include maximum Team size).

The maximum team size for the 2020 Olympic Games Team (“Team”) is three
(3) athletes per gender. Eligible USA athletes meeting the standards set forth
in Section 1 above are hereinafter referred to as “Athlete(s).”

a. Automatic Selection:

1) At Automatic Selection Event #1 (Tokyo), the first two (2) Athletes
finishing in the Top 3 overall will earn automatic selection to the
Team (up to 2 per gender). If only one (1) Athlete finishes in the
Top 3 at this event, then the next Athlete finishing within the
Top 8 overall will earn automatic selection to the Team (up to 2
per gender). If no Athlete finishes in the Top 3 overall at this
event, then the highest placed Athlete finishing within the Top 8
overall will earn automatic selection to the team (up to 1 per
gender).

2) Provided there are spots available after 1.3.a.1, then at Automatic
Selection Event #2 {fokehamal the first Athlete finishing within
the Top 3 overall who has not already qualified for the Team will
earn automatic selection to the Team (up to 1 per gender). If no
Athlete earns automatic selection at Automatic Selection Event #1
(Tokyo), then the top two Athletes to finish at Automatic
Selection Event #2 {fekehama} will earn automatic selection,
provided he or she finishes within the Top 3 overall (up to 2 per
gender).

3) Provided there are spots available, and if no Athlete has earned
automatic selection per 1.3.a.1 and 1.3.a.2 above, then the
highest placed Athlete finishing within the Top 8 overall at
Automatic Selection Event #2 {Yekehama} will earn automatic
selection to the team. Only one Athlete will be selected by this
standard and all spots remaining open will be filled by
Discretionary Selection.
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4) If any portion of the Selection Event #1 or #2 is cancelled, (e.g.
swim cancellation or event stopped due to the weather or safety),
the event will no longer serve as an Automatic Selection Event
and any results earned by the participants will be considered as
part of Discretionary Selection process. If a ruling of the ITU
Official Team shortens any leg, or the entire event, to at least a
Sprint Distance, the event will retain its Automatic Selection Event
status.

b. Discretionary Selection:

1) Any spots remaining after the Automatic Selection process will be
filled by Discretionary Selection per section 2.

c. Replacement Athlete Pool: (see section 4 below for additional details)

1) Given the nature of the sport, which includes a risk of injury,
iliness, and the potential impact of competing in heat & humidity,
along with the addition of the Mixed Relay event, which will occur
just days after the Individual event in_ the Tokyo 2020 Olympic
Games, it is imperative that we have identified athletes who will
be willing and ready to compete in Tokyo if the opportunity
presents itself. It is especially imperative to have replacement
athletes ready to go if an athlete chosen for their Mixed Relay skill
set is unable to compete.

2) Discretion will be used to select the Replacement Athlete Pool,
which can be activated in the case of injuries, illness, and other
issues that would make someone unable to compete at the
highest level. Up to 2 athletes per gender will be nominated to
the Replacement Athlete Pool.

d. Start Rights:

1) While the Games Selection Committee will provide pre-Games
guidance towards Mixed Relay Team composition, the USAT High
Performance General Manager will make the final determination
of start rights in consultation with the USAT High Performance
Staff onsite at the Games.

2. DISCRETIONARY SELECTION (if applicable)
2.1.  Provide rationale for utilizing discretionary selection (if any):

The 2020 Olympic Games will include a second triathlon discipline, the Mixed
Relay (MR), for the first time. Despite this additional discipline, the total

athlete quota for the sport of triathlon (55 per gender) and the maximum
National Federation quota (3 per gender) will remain unchanged from past
Games.

Previously, selections have primarily been made to maximize the USA team
performance through the identification of podium capable athlete(s) in the
individual standard distance event. An imperative addition in the 2020
Olympic selection process is the need to consider athlete(s) with the ability to
contribute to a podium outcome in the super sprint Mixed Relay event. Given
this, the selection committee must determine the best overall team
composition across both contested triathlon disciplines.

In addition to naming athletes to the Olympic Team, discretionary selection
will be used to determine start rights for the Mixed Relay event. This
selection will be necessary if the US qualifies more than 2 (two) male and/or
2 (two) female athletes for the Olympic Games given that each country’s
mixed relay team is comprised of 2 male and 2 female athletes. While the
Games Selection Committee will provide pre-Games guidance towards Mixed
Relay Team composition, the High Performance General Manager will make
the final determination of Mixed Relay start rights.

Discretion will be used to select the Replacement Athlete Pool, which can be
activated in the case of injuries, iliness, and other issues that would inhibit
performance at the highest level.

List the discretionary criteria and explain how they will be used (if any):

The USA Triathlon’s Games Athlete Selection Committee will consider a range
of performance factors that will include the following in no particular order:

Athletes with a record of Top 5 performances in individual events between March

2.2.3. Additional factors under consideration when selecting athletes for this Team,
include:

Course profile and setup (e.g. technical vs. less technical courses).

Athletes with a history (previous 44 26 28 months at the time of nomination) of
successful and unsuccessful performances on similar courses.

Athletes with a history (previous 44 26 28 months at the time of nomination) of
successful and unsuccessful performances in similar environmental conditions
(i.e. temperature & humidity) to be expected at the Games.

Athletes who have consistently demonstrated ability to successfully manage the
performance pressures typically associated with the highest level of triathlon
competitions.

Athletes who may have been selected to the Team for their ability to perform in
the individual event may be utilized as part of the Mixed Relay Team. This may
affect the selection of additional Team members based on specific athlete
strengths and athlete combinations so as to create the most effective Mixed
Relay Team.

Team strategy as it relates to creating the ideal Mixed Relay Team. This may
include choosing Athletes with specific characteristics/abilities that when
combined could result in exceptional Team performance at the event. These
abilities may be demonstrated by displaying the following in any evaluation
event(s), including, but not limited to:

a) A record of consistent front-pack swimming results at the highest-level
events.

b) A demonstrated ability to close or establish gaps in the swim, bike,
and/or run.

c) A record of superior cycling time-trialing ability.

d) A demonstrated ability, (through skills, conditioning and tactics) to ride
economically in lead and/or chase packs, especially on similar or
relevant/comparable courses to those of the Games event.

e) A demonstrated ability to execute transitions at highest level podium
speeds and effectiveness, especially in MR and Super Sprint events. This
includes bike mounting ability and ability to catch or be in relevant pack
out of T1.

f) A record of superior running performance off the bike that enhance the
likelihood of podium performances, especially in 4% leg of Mixed Relay.

g) A demonstrated overall consistent ability to contribute to podium
performances through reliable execution in highest level Super Sprint and
Mixed Relay events.

h) Race result data (swim, bike, run, T1, T2) gathered from Evaluation
Events.

Decisions by the Games Athlete Selection Committee must be confirmed
by majority vote.

Final composition of the USAT Games Athlete Selection Committee is
subject to the approval of the USAT Olympic Games Selection Procedures
Committee (see Section 11) by majority vote and subsequent confirmation
by the USA Triathlon Board of Directors.

*any individual who is unable to serve on the committee for whatever
reason will be replaced accordingly with an assurance that at least one
member remains an Elite Athlete Representative.

Specify the process that will be used to identify and handle any potential
conflicts of interest involving a member of the committee.

Any member of the USA Triathlon Games Athlete Selection Committee
who has a possible conflict of interest must disclose it. Any athlete being
considered for discretionary selection may also raise a possible conflict of
interest to the Ethics Committee, who will consider and rule on such
conflict. The athlete must raise the possible conflict immediately following
the Automatic Selection Event #2 erup-to-five {5} dayspriertothe
nomination-date{Section-8}. If such conflict exists, the Selection

Committee member must recuse him/herself from committee discussions
and voting. Further, the committee member should not otherwise
influence other members of the committee in the nomination

process. However, a committee member who recused him/herself, but
who has relevant and necessary information with respect to athlete
performance, may, if requested by the Committee, provide such
information to the committee so long as such information is provided in a
fair and unbiased manner and the committee member who declared the
conflict of interest does not vote toward the final decision.

3. REMOVAL OF ATHLETES

3.1.

Prior to entry by name to the Local Organizing Committee by the USOPC, USA
Triathlon has jurisdiction over potential nominees.

An athlete who is to be nominated to the Team by USA Triathlon may be removed
for any of the following reasons, as determined by USA Triathlon:



3.1.1.  Voluntary withdrawal. Athlete must submit a written letter to the USA
Triathlon High Performance General Manager.

3.1.2.  Injury orillness as certified by a physician (or medical staff) approved by
USA Triathlon. If an athlete refuses verification of his/her illness or injury
by a physician (or medical staff) approved by USA Triathlon, his/her injury
will be assumed to be disabling and he/she may be removed.

3.1.3.  Failure to participate in Mandatory Training and/or Competition as defined
in Section 9 of these procedures.

3.1.4. Violation of USA Triathlon’s Elite Athlete Code of Conduct (Attachment A).

An athlete who is removed from the Team pursuant to this provision has the right to
a hearing per USA Triathlon’s Bylaws (Article XIV) and the USOPC’s Bylaws, Section
9and-a-dutytofileareguestfora-hearinginatimely-manner.

3.2.  Once athlete entries have been submitted to the Local Organizing Committee by the
USOPC, the USOPC has additional jurisdiction over the Team, at which time, along
with the USA Triathlon Code of Conduct, the USOPC’s Code of Conduct and
Grievance Procedures apply. The USOPC’s Code of Conduct and Grievance

well as the US Center for SafeSport Code, the USOPC Athlete Safety Policy and

4. REPLACEMENT OF ATHLETES

4.1. Describe the selection and approval process for determining replacement athlete(s)
should a vacancy occur:

4.1.1.  Prior to submission of Entries by Name to the Local Organizing Committee,
including any applicable group or committee: The Games Selection
Committee will utilize section 2. “Discretionary Selection” to select the
replacement athletes from the Replacement Athlete Pool.

4.1.2.  After submission of Entries by Name to the Local Organizing Committee,
including any applicable group or committee: The High Performance
General Manager will select athletes as needed from the Replacement
Athlete pool.



SUPPORTING DOCUMENTS

USA Triathlon will retain the approved Selection Procedures and all supporting documents,
including scouting or evaluation forms, etc., and data from the selection process for six
months past the date of the Closing Ceremony of the Games.

REQUIRED DOCUMENTS

In addition to the USOPC Code of Conduct, the following documents are required to be
signed by an athlete as a condition of nomination to the Olympic Games and are included
as attachments: USA Triathlon’s Elite Athlete Code of Conduct (Attachment A).

DATE OF NOMINATION

The Nomination of Athletes form, including replacements, will be announced to all athletes
and submitted to the USOPC on or before: June 18, 2021* May-22-2020

*Nomination of athletes may occur in two different stages with “early nomination” being

possible on or before May 20, 2021, and “final nomination” occurring on or before June 18,
2021. After completion of Automatic Selection Event #2 (or after May 15, 2021 if there is no
event), if slots are still available (based on World Triathlon Olympic Games “Qualification
System” rules defining number of quota expected per gender at the end of the Olympic
Qualification Period), the USAT Games Athlete Selection Committee may, but is not
required to, nominate up to 2 athletes per gender (achieving a maximum of 3 women & 2
men using “early nomination” on or before May 20, 2021). This early discretionary
nomination will be made according to published discretionary criteria 2.2.1 which reflects

an athlete’s “capacity to achieve a podium performance in the individual event at the
Olympic Games.” Any remaining slots (after Automatic Selection Event #1, #2, and any early
Discretionary Nominations) will be issued via final nomination to the Team which will occur
after June 15, 2021, which is one day after the end of the Olympic Qualification period and
when World Triathlon is to inform USAT its final athlete quota allocation.

MANDATORY TRAINING AND/OR COMPETITION
Specify the location, schedule and duration of mandatory training and/or competition:
Athletes may be required to attend a pre-Games Camp to be held at a venue to be

announced. Written announcement of the pre-Games camp will be posted on the USAT
website (www.usatriathlon.org) 90 days before the commencement of the camp.

ANTI-DOPING REQUIREMENTS

Athletes must adhere to all IOC, IPC, PASO, WADA, IF, USADA and USOPC anti-doping
protocols, policies and procedures, as applicable. This includes participation in Out-of-
Competition Testing as required by the 10C, IPC, PASO, WADA, IF, USADA and USOPC Rules,
as applicable.
